Angel with the Seal

Of the tribe of Levi were sealed twelve thousand.

Of the tribe of Issachar were sealed twelve thousand.

Of the tribe of Zebulun were sealed twelve thousand.

Of the tribe of Joseph were sealed twelve thousand.

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Seven Trumpet Angels
And I saw the seven angels which stood before God; and to

them were given seven trumpets.

1st Trumpet

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5th Trumpet
